Lesson Plan
An additional video is available for download.
Some classroom teachers use this to expand the discussion around
social activism. Teacher librarians or Planning Time teachers may also
find this valuable.

LESSON PLAN
1
The video features a short inspirational clip about a group of eager boys in Southern Thailand
trying to establish a soccer team. This material can be used to introduce the concept of social
action and the nature of the book drive your school is about to conduct.

Prior to watching the video, pose the following questions to students. Have them brainstorm
as many possible answers and record their thoughts. This could be done on chart paper, the
blackboard, or an interactive surface.

“What is impossible?”
Students will likely suggest concepts such as ‘being invisible’, ‘winning the lottery’, ‘breathing
under water without an oxygen tank’ etc.

Your second question for the students: “What seems impossible but could be
accomplished with a great deal of effort, knowledge and cooperation?” 
Depending on the age of students and their life experiences, you may have a number of suggestions
from ‘everyone getting along at recess’, to ‘ending world hunger’ to ‘my parents getting back together’. 

This could generate a deep discussion about hopes and dreams and the amount of cooperation
and determination that is often required to achieve those dreams. 

Some efforts could make the impossible possible. Other situations, despite good intentions and
effort, may not bring about the optimal outcome. However, without trying, there is no chance of
change. 

2
Tell the students they will be watching a short video.

There are subtitles that run fairly quickly. It may be helpful for teachers to read them
while viewing the clip. This will be helpful for all students, especially struggling readers
that may not be able to keep up with the text.
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3
After learning about the group of boys playing soccer, address your brainstorming
answers and discuss the video. 

Pose questions like:
“Why did it seem impossible for the boys to form a real soccer team?” 
“What did it take to achieve the dream of competing?” 
“Who participated in chasing after the dream?”
Guide your students to recognize that even though it seemed ridiculous and the adults in the
village mocked the boys, they were successful because 1) they all chipped in and worked together,
and 2) believed it was possible. 

It was the collective efforts of many people that made a difference.

4
Review the book drive for OneWorld Schoolhouse.

“OneWorld Schoolhouse is an organization that believes literacy is a very powerful thing.
It allows everyone to dream…dream about different careers, places to travel, advancements
in medicine and treatments to end terrible diseases, and of course, to ultimately provide
access to opportunities. OneWorld also believes it is the accumulation of goodwill & people
making a small contribution that will slowly make a difference for those who need help.”

You may choose to watch the video that was played in the school assembly again.

You can explain how, as a society, we have a culture of reading that expects everyone to learn
how to communicate effectively with others…that students in this country have access to their
Universal Right to Education. 

Many countries do not have a strong culture of reading. Many countries know their children will
grow up with limited opportunities and may not value reading and writing as much as we do.
But those children should still be able to dream about becoming anything they want to become
in the future.

This could lead to a discussion or individual reflection around goal setting: What do students
want to ‘be’ when they grow up? Identify the steps necessary to achieve those goals.
How does it connect to the necessity of being well educated? Having access to schools with
supplies and resources? Technology? Trained teachers? Support from others?

Students can be asked, “How can you make a small difference today with our book drive
so others can dream too?”
